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Research Brochure on Distance Learning Zoo Animal

How to Begin:

1. You will research the assigned animal from the Distance Learning Zoo Animal Project.

2. Begin by looking over the page entitled: Road Runner Research Brochure, No Problem.  You will need at least three different sources that will be useful for your research: Books, magazines, encyclopedias – book form or online, video, television, and Internet resources.

3. Create your source cards on 3 x 5 index cards and Noodle Bibs. Use a new card for each source of information.  Number each different source card in the upper right hand corner. (If you use five different references or sources you will create five source cards). You will write this source number on each of your cards, thus eliminating the need to write out the entire reference information on every note card. See the sample page attached, Write Source 2000, page 283, Glencoe literature book, page R48-50 or McDougal-Little Literature book R49-53.

4. Create your note cards on 3 x 5 index cards. See the sample page attached, Write Source 2000, page 273, and literature books page R48-50 or R49-53.

· Title each note card.

· Write an essential question to be answered.

· Use a new note card for each important piece of information.

· In the upper right corner write the number of the source you used. At the bottom of the card write the number of the page or pages on which you found your information.

· Write only details and ideas that relate to your topic. You do not have to use complete sentences. Use bullets, numbers, or letters to organize your information.

· Summarize information in your own words.

· Write down a phrase or a quote only when the words are especially interesting or come from an important source.  Enclose all quotes in quotations marks.

· Organize your note cards according to topics and keep rubber banded in your Ziploc bag.

Making an Outline

· Using your note cards as a guide, organize your information by creating an outline of your brochure.  Set up your outline so that it follows the order in which you will write the information contained in your brochure. (See Write Source 2000, pages 274-275 and pages R49 and 595 in your literature book. 

· On the next page is a sample outline.  You may add additional topics or subtopics.

Drafting Your Brochure Using Windows Publisher
Using your outline and note cards, draft your brochure as follows:

Introduction

· Opening hook  

· Background information

· Thesis statement

Cheetahs are the fastest animals on land and can reach speeds up to 70 miles per hour for short distances. Because of their long legs, slender bodies, and beautiful spots, cheetahs are often considered to be the most elegant of all cats.

Body

· Use your outline as your organizational guide.

· Use your note cards for content.

· Remember: new topic = new paragraph.

Conclusion

· Restate the idea of your thesis statement in your own words.

· Restate the main points that support your thesis.

· Draw a logical conclusion.

Revise and Edit your Draft

Create the final brochure.  Go to our class website and look at several samples under Buffalo Zoo Videos to see the layout.  www.akronschools.org/keppel
Add maps, graphics and pictures, and your works cited references. 
Turn in Research Brochure with Rubric completely filled out with your self evaluation for grading.

Cite your source for pictures on each slide or create a Works Cited page.
