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English 12 Syllabus

Purpose
This course is designed to provide the student with the knowledge and basic skills required for success in college. This is a full year course comprised of an in-depth study of British literature and a research paper. (Please note- the completion and submission of the term paper is a graduation requirement.) Students should expect major writing assignments and frequent assignments based on writing skills.
Assessment/Evaluation of Student Progress 
Assignments are assigned in a variety of formats, and not all assignments are worth an equal amount of points. It is important to try all assignments that are given.  Many of the formats will be assigned multiple times to different assignments.  At times, I will credit you for just trying; at other times, I will evaluate it quite closely. You will want to be sure you attempt each and every assignment and complete it to the best of your ability.
Participation is required in this class. Students who read aloud, actively participate in class activities and discussions, share their work, contribute in a positive way to the class environment, and come to class on time and prepared each day will receive positive consideration toward marginal grades.  It is expected that you will respect the opinions and property of each of your classmates so there can be a positive and comfortable learning atmosphere.
Content
The student will read and analyze fiction, nonfiction and poetry from the periods of English history beginning with the Anglo-Saxon Period and concluding with the Post-Modern Period. The reading and writing will focus on the changes in English literature and language throughout the evolution of the English language.
Classroom Expectations
1. Be prompt. Students are expected to be in their seats when the bell rings.

2. Be positive. 
3. Be respectful. Respect for others in all capacities will be enforced. Disrespect will not be tolerated, this includes foul language.

4. Be prepared. Bring class supplies—texts, homework assignments, notebook, pencils, etc.—each day. Failure to bring these materials could result in being required to stay with the teacher during 9th. 

5. Follow school rules.
Rules for Assigned, Missing, and Make-up Work
1. Students missing work due to absence are responsible for asking the teacher for possible make-up work. Homework assignments, depending upon the length of absence, are due the following day and are the responsibility of the student obtain, complete and turn in. It is not the teacher’s responsibility to remind students of missing work. Any work not turned in will be counted as a zero.

2. If a student is in school, but signs out, the assignment is still due. Students are responsible for submitting work to the teacher. This policy will be enforced regardless of field trips, assemblies, or other legitimate reasons for missing class.  Some assignments may be turned in electronically via email or Google Drive to prevent penalty.
3. All written work must be neatly submitted, demonstrating control and correct use of the conventions of written English. Any late assignment not reviewed in class will lose 10% of the total value on the final grade the first day late, 20% the second day, and be assigned a zero if more than two days late. Any missing work recorded as a zero cannot be made up. All work is due at the beginning of the class on the day they are due. Lateness will be determined by the instructor’s discretion. Homework assignments not completed in preparation for the day will not be given credit once the assignment is reviewed. 

4. No major writing assignments, such as a research paper, will be accepted late. 
5. It is to the student’s advantage to avoid missing class as much as possible. Due to the nature of the course, the amount of material being covered, and the homework given, excessive absence may place a student in jeopardy of failing English.

Students must have the following supplies for class:

· Pens (blue or black) 
· 3-Ring Binder (1" or greater)
· Loose-leaf paper
Grading Policy
Report card grades will result from dividing the total number of points earned on tests, quizzes, homework, class work, journal entries, writing projects, and oral reports by the number of possible points from all assignments.
